was this Morning received from His Royal
Highnefs the Duke of York by the Right Ho-
nourable Henry Dundas, His Majefty’s Principal Se-
cretary of State for the Home Department.

‘SIR, Renaix, June 24, 1794.

COLONEL Craig had fet out upon his Journey

to England ; but unfortunately, upon his Arrival
at Oundenarde, he found that the Enemy had obliged
General Clairfayt to retire in fome Confufion to
Ghent; and that the Communication between that
Place and Oudenarde, unlefs by a great Detour, was
entirely cut off. Thinking that it was neccflary I
-fhonld have this Information as foon as poffible, he
returned in the Night.

This Movement of the Enemy, by forcing General
Clairfayt to retire, and bringing them nearer to the
Banks of the Schelds, rendered the Pofition before
Tournay, which, fince the Departure of the Prince
Cobourg, had alvays been hazardous, no longer te-
nable} and I therefore quitted it this Day, leaving
only a Garrifon in the Toiwn, and marched, with all
the Bruitith and Part of the Heflian Troops, to this
Place, in order to be in Readinefs to fupport Oude-
narde, which was menaced, and atually jummoned
this Day.

ARTICLES of CAPITUGLATION propofed
by Major-General Salis, Commandant of Ypres,
to Genera! Moreau, Commander of the Befieging
Army before Ypres.

ENERAL Salis will deliver up to the General of

- Divifion, Moreau, the Town of Ypres, on the
_following Conditions.

Art. I. The Garrifon fhall march out with the

Honours of War, aswell as all it’s Military Attendants.
Anfwer.  Granted.

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Art. II. 'The Garrifon fhall be allowed to carry
with it all the Ammunition, Pieces of Artillery, and
every Thing appertaining to the Army.

Anfwer. Refufed. .

Art. ITI. The Garrifon fhall march out of the
Town as foon as poflible, and on the Day to be
agreed upon before the Signing of the Capitulation,
through the Gate of Dixmude, or of Menin, in order
to go to fuch Place a5 General Salis fhall judge pro-
per, with it’s Arms and -Baggage, Horfes, Drums,
Maiches lighted, Colours flying, and all the Cannon
that it can carry away.

Anfwer, The Honours of War fhall be granted
to the Garrifon, in Teftimony of the brave Defence
it has made: It fhall depart by the Gate of Menin
Twenty-four Hours afier the Signing of the Capitu-
lation ;5 fhall lay down it’s Arme and Colours, -after
having paffed the Glacis; and thall be fent Prifoner
of War to fuch Part of the Republic as fhall be af-
fignz=d to it. .

Art, IV, The other Pieces of Artillery fhall be
brought away in Eight Days after the Departure of
the Garrifon, as well as the Ammaunition and Mili-
tary Appurtenances.

Anfwer, De:id:d by the 3d Article. The Gar-
rifon alone fhall retain i’s perfonal Effects, and the
Officers their Arms, Horfes excepted, which are to
belong to the Republic, buc the Value of .which
fhail be reimburfed to them, aceording to the Efi-
mate which fhall be made. Horfes and proper Car-
riages fhall be provided gratis to tranfport them to
their Deitination. .

.Art. V. Four covered Waggons, that is to fay,
which fhall- not be examined, fhall be provided.

Anfwer. Refufed. : : .

Art. VI, 'The convalefcent Soldiers, the fick
Officers, and the proper Carriages to convey them,
ihali be alfo provided by the Befiegers. .

Anfwer. The Sick of the Garrifon fhall be treated
as the French, and fhall become Prifoners of War
on their Recovery.

Art. VII.  With refpeét to fuch Sick as fhall rot
be able to bear a Carriage, they fhall remain here in
the Hofpitals, to be taken Care of at the Expence
of the refpeftive Troops, under the Superintendance
of an Officer or Commiffary ; and, as foon as the Sick
fhall be in a State to be conveyed away, Carriages
fhall be provided for them. -
