SIR,
YOU will be pleafed to acquaint the Lords

Commiffioners of the Admiralty, that fince-
ay Letter of the 23d of March, no Opportunity

of Wind offered for going up the Sound untll the
24th, when the Wind f(hifted in a moft violent
Squall from the S. W. to the N. W. and North, and

blew with fuch Violence, and with {o great a Sea, as_
to-render it impoflible for any Ship to have weighed.

her Anchor. The Wind and Sea- were even fo
violent as ta oblige many Ships to let go a fecond
Anchor to prevent them frem. driving, notwith.
ftanding they were riding with Two Cables an End §
and, by the Morning, the Wind veered again tothe
Southward of the Well. ]

-On the joth .of lalt Month, the Wind having
-come to the Northward, we pafled into the Sound
with the Fleet, but not before I had allured my-

{elf of the hoftile Intentions of the Danes to oppofe |

our Paflage, as the Papers marked No. 1, 2, 3, and
4, will prove ; after this Intercourfe, there could he
no Doubt remaining of their Determination tb refift.

After anchering about Five or Six Miles from the
Ifland of Huin, I reconnojtered, with Vice Admiral
Lord Nelfon, and -Rear-Admiral Graves, the for-
midable Liné of Ships, Radeaus, Poatoons, Galleys,
Fire-Ships, and Gun-Boats, flanked and fupported
by estenfive Batterics on the Two Iflands called

.of the Arfenal; as alfo to cover our difabled
.as they came out of A&ion.

the Crowns; the largeft of which was mounted
with from Fifty to Seventy Pieces of Cannon ; thele
were again commanded by Two Ships of Seventy
Guns, and a large Frigate in the Inner Road of
Copenhagen; and Two Sixty-four Gun Ships.
[{without Mafls) were moored on the Flat, on the
Starboard Side of the Entrance into the A.rfenal,

The Day after, the Wind being Southerly, we
again examined their Pofition, and came to the Re.
folution of attacking them from the Southward.

Vice-Admiral Lotrd Nellon, having- offered his
Services for conduding the Attack, bad, fome Days
before we entered the Sound, fhifted his Flag to the
Elephant ; and after having examined and buoyed
the Quter Chanpel of the Middle Ground, his-
Lordthip proceeded with the Twelve Ships of the
Line named in the Margin *, all the Trigates,
Bombs, Fire-Ships, and all the fmall Veffels, and
that Evening anchored off Draco Paint to make big
Difpofition for the Attack, and wait for the Wind
to the Southward.

It was agreed between us, that the remaining
Ships with me fhould weigh at the fame Mo:ent his
Lordthip did, and menace the Crown Batterics, and
the Four Ships of the Line that lay at the Entrance
Ships

I have pow the Honor to enclofe a Copy of
Vice Admirat Lord Nelfon’s Report to me of the
Aétion on the 2d Inftant. His Lordfhip has flated
fo fully the Whole of his Proceedings on that Day,
as only to leave me .the Opportunity to teftify my
entire Acquiefcence .and Teltimony of the Bravery
and Intrepidity with which the ‘A&ion was up-
ported throughout the Line.

I have only to lament that the Sort of Attack,
confined within anintricate and narrow Paffage, ex-

«cluded the Ships particularly‘under my Command |

_from the Opportunity of exhibiting their Valour;
but I can, with great Truth aflert, that the {fume
Spirit and Zeal animated the Whole of the Fleet;
and I trult chat the Counteft in which we are
engaged, will, on fome future Day, afford them an
Qccalion of fhewing that the Whole we:e infpired
with the fume Spirit, ‘had the Field been fufficiently
‘extenfive to have brought it into A tion.

Tt is with the deepet Concern I mention the Lofs

of Captains Moffe and Riou, Thwo very brave and,

gallant Gfficers, and whofe Lols, as T am well in-
formed, will be fenfibly felt by the Families they
have left behind them; the former, a Wife and
Children, the latter, an aged Mother.

From the known Gallantry of Sir Thomas
“"Thompfon on former Occaiions, the Naval Service

“will have to regret the Lofs of the future Exertions
.of thar brave ®fficer, whofe Leg was fhot off.

Tor all other Particulars I beg Leave to refer their
Lordfhips to Captain Otway, who was with Lord
Nelfon in the latter Part of the Aéion, and able to
anfwer anyQueftions that may be thought neceflary
to put to him.

tain Brifbane, and the Mafters of the Amazon and
Cruizer, in particular, buoyed the Channel of the
Outer Deep, and the DPuiition of the Middle

1 Ground, the Squadron pafled in Safety, and an-

chored off Draco the Evening of the Firtt ; and that
Yefterday Morning I made the Signal for the Squa-
dron to weigh, and to engage the Danith Line,
confilling of Six Sail of the - Lane, Eleven Floating

| Datteries, mounting from T'wenty-fix Twenty-four

Pounders, to Eighteen Eightecen Pounders, and
one Bomb-Ship, befides Sehooner Gun-Vefels.

Thefe were fupported by the Crown Iffands
mounting Eighty-eight Cannon, and Four Sail of the
Line moored in the Habour's Mouth, and fome
Datteries on the Ifland of Amak. .

The Bomb-Ship and Schooner Gun-Veffels made
their Llcape, the other Scventcen Sail are {unk,

From the very iatricate Navigation, the Bellona
and Ruflel unfortunately grounded, but although
not in the . Sitoation afigred them, yet fo placed as
“to be of great Service. The Agamemnon.could not
weather the Shoal of the Miidie, and was obliged
to anchor; but not the fmalleft Blame can ‘be
attached to Captain Fancourt ; it was an Event to
which all the Ships were liable. Thefe Accidents
-prevented the Extenfion of our Line by the Three
Ships before mentioned, who would, I am confident,
have filenced the Crown Iflands, the Two outer
-Ships in the Harbour’s Mouth, and prevented the
hieavy Lofs in the Defance and Monarch, and svhich
:unhappily threw the gallant and good Captain Riou,
(to whom I had given the Cammand of the Frigates
and Sloops named in the Margin *, to affift in the
Adttack of the Ships atthe Harbour’s Mouth) under

‘2 very heavy Fire; tle Confequence has been -the
‘Death of Captain Riou, and many brave Officers
and Men in the Frigates and Sloops.

The Bombs were direted and took their Stations
abrealt of the Elephant, and threw {fome Shells into
.the Arfenal.

-Capt. Rofe, who vélunteered his Services to di-
-re€t the'Gun Brigs, did every Thing that was pof-
fible to get them forward, but the Current was too
Crong for them to be of Service during the A&ion ;
Lut not the lefs Merit is due to Captain Rofe,? and,

I believe, all the Officers and Crews of the Gun.

Brigs for their Exertions.

The Boats of thafe Ships of the Fleet, who were
rct ordered on the Attack, afforded us every Af.
Jfiftance ; and the Officers -and Men who were in
-them, mefit my warmeft Approbation,

formed the greateft Service.
The A&ion began at Five Minutes palt Ten.
The Van, led by Captain George Murray of the

Ldgar, who fet a noble Example of Intrepidity,,
which was as jwell followed up by every Captain,,

Officer, 2nd Man in the Squadron.

It is'my Duty to flate to you the high and dif-;

tinguithed Merit and Gallantry of Rear Admiral
1Graves. .
To Captain Foley, who permitted me the Honor
.¢f hoilting my Flag in the Llephant, I feel under
the greateft Obligations ; his Advice was neceffary
.©n moany and important Ocealions.during the Battle.
1 beg-Leave to exprels how. much I feel indebted to

every Captain, Officer; and Man, for their Zeal and -

.diftinguiihed Bravery on this Qccafion. The Ho-
