tinued to be paid for fome Time longer, His Ma.

Bulls, Cows, Oxen, Calves,
Sheep, Lambs, Swine, Beef, Pork, Murton, Vea),
or Lamb, whether falted or otherwife, or any
Bacon, or Butter, unlefs Proof fhall firlt be given
to the Satisfattion of the Commiflioners of His
Majefty’s. Cuftoms that the Articles fo to be ex-
ported as aforefaid are not of Britith Growth, Proe
duce, or Manufadture; But it is His Majelly’s
Pleafure reverthelefs, that nothing contained in this
His Majefty’s Order fhall extend, ot be conftrucd
