Our Name and Authority, make Pifblication thereof, 
that none pretend Ignorance: Aiid Our WiH and 
Pleasure is, that Our Solicitor do £ause printed Co­
pies hereof to be sent tp the Sheriffs of the several 
;Shires, Stewarts of Stewartries, artd Bailiffs, of Re-; 

•.galities, and their Clerks, whom We ordain to fee 
' . the fame published ; and We appo;int them to fend 
•Copies thereof to the several Parish Churches within 
their Bounds, that, upon the Lord's Day imme­

diately preceding the . Day above-mentioned, the 
fame may be published and -read from the Pulpits 

immediately after .Divine Service.

WH E R E A S by Our Royal Proclamation, bear 
ing iDate the Sixteenth of May, One thou­

sand eight hundred fcnd three, We were pleased to \ 
•promise-and declare, among other Things, That all ; 

Able-bodied Landmen, not above the Age of Thirty? • 
•'five, nor under the Age of Twenty Years, ;fit for] 
•Our Service, who should* on or before the Thirtieth < 
Day of June then ntfxt, voluntariljy enter themselves'. 
?to serve in Our RoyilNavy, should receive the Sum' 
i©f Thirty .Shillings efrchMan as Our Jioyal Bounty.: 

And whereas the Time limited for Payment of the 
said Bounty has been by several Orders in Council 
prolonged to the Thirty-first Day of December 
next inclusive: And whereas it has been represented 
to U S that much Advantage would arise to. Our 
•Service if the said Bounty were extended to such 
young Able-bodied Landmen aa may hereafter -enter 
themselves to serve on board Our Fleet, upon Proof 
being exhibited of their being not less than Eighteen 
Years'of Age, instead of Twenty. Years; We do 
hereby promise and declare, by and with the Advice 
of Our Privy Council, that all Able-bodied Land-
men so entering themselves to serve in Our Royal 
Navy, on or before the said Thirty-first Day of De­
cember next, inclusive, shall be entitled to receive 

J Our said Bounty of Thirty Shillings each Man, 
upon Proof being exhibited that such Able-bodied 
Landmen are not above the Age of Thirty-five, nor 
under the Age of^Eighteen Years: And whereas* 
by Our Royal Proclamation, bearing Date the Sixth 
of February last, We were pleased to promise and 
declare, that, instead of the Reward theretofore paid 
for the Discovery of every Able and Ordinary Sea­
man fit to serve on board Our Ships, and who might 
conceal him or themselves, a Reward of Three 
Pounds for every Able Seaman, and Fifty Shillings 
for fevery Ordinary Seaman, fit to serve on board Our 
Ships, should be paid in Manner directed by Our 
said Proclamation to any Person who should discover 
such Seaman or Seamen respectively, who might 
conceal him or themselves, so that such Seaman or 
Seamen should be taken for Our Service by any of 
Our Sea Officers employed for raising Men on or 
before the Thirty-first Day of December next: 
And whereas it hath been represented to Us that 
Advantage would arise to Our Service if some En* 
couragement were'also given to such Person or Per­
sons as may be disposed to procure Men for the Ser­
vice of Our Fleet, We do hereby further promise 
and declare, by and with the Advice of Our Privy 
Council, that a Reward of Four Guineas for every 
Able Seaman, Three Guineas for tfvcry Ordinary 
Seaman, and Two Guineas and a Half for every 
Landman, :fhall be paid to any. Person or Persons 
who may, on or before the Thirty-first Day of De­
cember next, inclusive, procure the voluntary Service 
of, and convey, such Able Seaman, Ordinary Sea­
man, or Landman, fit for Our Naval Service, on 
board any of Our Ships or Vessels, or to any of Our 
Sea-Officers employed in raising Men ; together 
with an AHowance, at the Rate of One Penny per 
Mile, for each Able Seaman, Ordinary Seaman, and 
Landman, for every Mile such Man may respectively 
travel to the nearest of Our Ships of War, or nearest 
Place of Residence of any of Our .'Sea-Officers em­
ployed ih raising Men .(provided such Man sliall be 
found fit for Our Service., and there, shall not be 
Reason to suppose that he is an Apprentice) ; the 
laid Rewards and Travelling Allowance to .be paid
