than five hundred 1cg.,ular troops arrived from Civita
Vecclia; but were kept in chieck in coming along,
and forced to take.a circujtous route, by a well-
dirccted fire from’ the ship, which allowed sufficient
time for all onr men to embark,

It is now a pleasing duty to pay a just tribute of
praise to the very gallant and- 'determined conduct of
Mr. Croker, first lientenant, whose zeal on this and
every othier occasion merit my warmest commenda-
tion; and he speaks in th& highest terms of admira-.
tion of the determined bravery of Lieutenants Lester,
Whylock, and Davxta, the petty officers, scumen,
and 1oyal marines under his command.

"The whole of this service was most successfully
accomplished in three hours, aund fourteen vessels
deeply faden got. clear off, which I was obliged to
take in tow, as their sails Liad all been unbent, and
taken on shore to prevent our getting them out.

I should be wanting in duty, if Idid not
express my high sense of the diserction and gallant
conduct of the officers and men of this. ship, who
in the short time she has heen under niy command,
have taken or destroyed, principally in the boats,
seventy of the encmy’s vessels, and with con:para-
tively a very siall loss.

It affords me great plcasm‘e to state lhat only one
man was wounded.
