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Generel Siv James Kempt, and Sir Denis Pack,
who were engaged from the commencement of the
encmy’s attack, highly distinguished themselves; as
well as Lieutenant-General Charles Baron Alten,
Major-General Sir C, Halket, Lieutenant-General
Cooke, and Major-Generals Maitland and Byng, as
they successively. arrived.  The troops of the 5th
division and those of the Brunswick corps were
Iong and severely engaged, ‘and -eonducted them-
selves with the atinost' gallantry, 1 must par-
-ticularly mentiou the 28th, 424, 79th, and 92d
regiments; and the battalion of Hanoverians.

Our loss was great,. as_your Lordship will per-
ceive by the inclosed return,”and T hawve particu-
larly to regret his' Servené Highress the -Duke of
Brunswick, who fell, fighting gallantly at the Lead
of his troops. ~

Although Marshal Blucher had maintainedhis-posi~

tion at Sambref, he still foupd himself much weak-
ened by the severity of the contest “in_which “he
had been engaged, and as the fourth ¢orps-had not
arrived, he determined to fall back, and concen-

- trate his army upon Wavre ;- and--he- marehed. in

the night after the action was over.

This movement of the Marshal's rendered ne-
cessary a corresponding one on my part; and [
retired from the farm of Quatre’ Bras upon Ge-
nappe, and thence upon Waterloo the next morn-
iriz, the 17th, at ten.o’clock. oo :

- The cnemy made no effort to pursue Marshal
Dlucher. On the contrary, a patrole which 1 seut
to Sambref in the morning, found all quiet, and the

" engmy's videttes fell back as the patrole advanced.

Neither did he attempt to molest our march to the
rear, although made in the middle of the day, ex-
cepting hy following, with a large body of cavalry,
brought from his right, the.cavalry under the Xarl
of Usbridge, . '

This gave Lord Uxbridge an-opportunity of
charging them with the "1st- Life Guoards, upon

‘théir debouché from the village of Geéappe, upon

which occasion his Lonrdship has declared himself
to be well satisfied with that regiment.

The position which 1-took -up in front of
Waterlno, crossed tlie highroads from Charleroy
