- marchi, alone. During the latter period, from the
st of April to the 5th of May, he received the
daily visits of Dr. Arnott, of His Majesty's 20ch
regiment, generally in conjunction. with Professor
Antommarchi, e .- '

PDr. Shortt, Physician to the Forces, and Dr.
Mitchell, Principal Medical Officer of the Royal
Navy on the station, whose services, as well as
those of any other medical persons on the island,
had been offered, weré called upon in consultation
by Professor Antommarchi, on the 3d of May; but”
they had not any opportunity afforded to them of
seeing the patient, R :

Dr. Arnott was with bim at the moment of his
decease, and saw him expire, Captain Crokat,
Orderly Officer in ‘attendance, and Doctors Shortt
and Mitchell, saw the body immediately afterwards.

.ON a superficial view the body appeared very Tat,
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which state was confifined by the first incision down

its centre, where the fat was upwards of one inch }

and a half over the abdomen. On cutting through
the cartilages of the vibs, and exposing the cavity
of the thorax, a trifling adhesion of the leht
pleura was found to the plenra costalis: About
three ounces. of reddish fluid were contained in
the left cavity, aud nearly eight ounces in the right,
_ 'The lungs were quite sound. The pericardium was
natural, and eontained abount an ounce of fluid.

The heart was of the natural size, but thickly
covered with fat. The auricles and ventricles
exhibited nothing extraordinary, except that the
muscular parts appeared rather paler than natural,

Upon opening the abdomen the omentum was
found remarkably fat, and on exposing the sto-
mach, that viscus was found the seat of extensive
disease. Strong adhesions connected the whole
superior sutface, particularly about the pyloric
extremity to the concave surface of the left lobe of
the liver; and on separating these, an ulcer, which
penetrated the coats of the stomach, was discovered
" eone inch from the pylorus, sufficient to allow the
passage “of the little finger. The internal sur-
face of the stomach, to nearly its whole extent,
was a mass of caucerous disease or schirrous por-
tions advancing to cancer: this was particularly
noticed near the pylorus, The cardiac extremity,
“for a small space near the terminatjon of the wmso-
phagus, was the only part appearing in a healthy
state. The stemach was found nearly filled with a
large quantity of fluid, resembling coffee grounds.

- The convex surface of the left lobe of the liver
With the exception of |

adhered to the diaphragm,
the adhesions occasioned by the disease in the
stomach, no one healthy appearance presented
itself in the liver, .
The remainder of the abdominal viscera were in
a hiealthy state.
A slight pecaliarvity in the formation of the left
kidney was observed. . .
