The Speech of the Lords Commissioners to both Houses
of Parliament, on Wednesday, June 24, 182-9. •

My Lords, and Gentlemen,

E are commanded by His Majesty, in releas--
ing you from your attendance in Parliament,

to express to you His Majesty's acknowledgments
for the zeal and assiduity with which you have ap •-
plied yourselves to the despatch of the public business,
and especially to the consideration of those import-
ant matters which His Majesty recommended to
your attention at the opening of the session.

His- Majesty directs us to inform you, that He
continues to -receive from His Allies> and from all
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Foreign Powers, assurances of their earnest tlesire
to cultivate the relations of peace., and maintain the
most friendly understanding with His Majesty.

His Majesty laments that He has not to announce
to you the termination of the war in the east ot
Europe; hut His Majesty commands us to assure
you, that He will continue to use His utmost en-
deavours to prevent the extension of hostilities, and
to promote the restoration of peace.

It is Math satisfaction His Majesty informs you,
that He has been enabled to renew His diplomatic
relations with the Ottoman Porte.

The Ambassadors of His Majesty and of the
King of France are on-their return to Constantinople;
and the Emperor of Russia, having been pleased to
authorise the Plenipotentiaries of His Allies to act
on behalf of His Imperial Majesty, the negociation
for the final pacification of Greece will be carried on
in the name of the three Contracting Parties to the
Treaty of London.

The army of His Most Christian Majesty has
been withdrawn from the Morea, with the exception
of a small force, destined, for a time, to as.sist in the
establishment of order in a country, which has so
long been the. scene of confusion and anarchy.

It is with increased regret that His Majesty again
adverts to the condition of the Portuguese Monarchy j
but His Majesty commands us to repeat His deter-
mination to use every effort to reconcile conflicting
interests, and to remove the evils which press so
heavily upon a country, the prosperity of which must
ever be an object of His Majesty's solicitude.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons,

His Majesty commands us to thank you for the
supplies which you have granted for the service of
the year, and to assure you of His Majesty's de-
termination to apply them with every attention to
economy.

My Lords, and Gentlemen,
His Majesty has^ommanded us, in.conclusion, to

express the sincere hope of His Majesty, that the
important measures which have been adopted by
Parliament in the course of the present session may
tend,, under the blessing of Divine Providence, to
establish the tranquillity and improve the condition
of Ireland; and that, by strengthening the bonds, of
union between the several parts of this great empire,
they may consolidate and augment its power, and
promote the happiness of His people.

Then a Commission for proroguing the Parliament
was read; after which the Lord Chancellor said ;
