heer, or other liquors, or receiving or permitting guests

ceedmg herein, We do hereby direct and command
all Our Judges of Assize and Justices of the Peace to

give strict charges at their respective assizes and ses-

sions for the due prosecution and punishment of
all persons that shall presume to offend in‘any of the
kinds aforesaid, and also of all persons that, con-
trary to their duty, shall be remiss or negligent in
