The light is a revolving one, showing every
minute a strong flash of 12 seconds’ duration. At
a distance exceeding 8 Knglish miles, an eclipse
will be perceived between the flashes.

The light is visible all around, and burns
throughout the year. It will be lighted in the
evening and extinguished in the morning, at the
same time as the other lighthouses in the kingdom.

Its longitude east of Greenwich is 4° 43/ &7, its
north latitude 60° 43 0",

Tts altitude above the sea level, about 163 feet;
and is visible at a distance of 18 to 20 English
miles.
