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River Quarautine Station without detention of
either vresels or persons longer than may be
necessary to place such vessels in perfect sanitary
condition.

Vessels of second and third classes to uadergo
the same {reatment a3 those of the first class, to-
getlier with detention for observation for such

. length of.time after completion of disinfection as
the Board of Health may. determine,

All vessels arriving from ports known or sus-
pected to be infeeted with cholera, shall be sub-
jected to maritine sanitation and such detention
as the Board of Health may determine.

Vessels arriving from ports and places belong-
ing to the second third, and fourth classes, as ‘st
forth in the above schc.lule, shall not be allowed
to pass the Ripolets, the Atchafalaya, or Leke-
‘Charles Quar.mtme ‘Station, or other quarantine
stations which may hereafter be established, with-
out having undergone proper maritime Sanitation
at the Miss ssis-ippi TRiver Quarantine Station.

Vessels engaged in the tropical fruit trade,
whose sanitary c_ondltlon and health record are
satisfactory, may be allowed to pass the Mississippi
River Quarantine Station afier inspertion, subject,
however, to such regulations and sanitary treat-
ment as the Board of Health may prescribe.

Quarantine officers at the several stations in this
State aie specially charged and required to strictly
enforce the execution of this proclamation, and
the Board of Health in the’ city -of New
Orleans is requested to prosecuto vigorously all
vinlators of the same, as well as of the quarantine
laws dnd: regulations of this State.

Resolv ed, That in accordance wiih the Gover-
nor’s proclamation of quarantine, the period -of

" This 1enru]dt10n to apply to all vessels not other-
wise pwvnded for and continue infull force during
the quarantine season, unless modified by aciion of
this Board.

-Resolved, That hereafter full quar:mtine re-
strictions will be Impased on all vesse's whose
officers wilfully artempt deception in regardto any
case of sickness, or 1'110"1.11 capabils of carrying
infection, or ‘wilfully disr egard the roles and

regulations of tle Board of Health ; and sach de-
tention will be imposed thereafter on every vessel
on which any officer who has prevmus]y attempted
to- practise neceptlon is found in uny official
capacity..

Reselved, That vessels from tropical quarantined
ports,- where a United States medicul officer is
stiitioned, such vesscls carrying a crew, cach of
which is acclimated - i.c., has had ycllow lover,.

muy be given pratigue to come to New Orleans
1mmedmtely after -disinfection at the Mississippi
River Quarantine ‘Stationy; under the fdllowing
additional conditions : They shall bring no pas-

.sengers from such ports. They shall not be '

moored at any ‘wharf in any- qvarammed port, but
lie .in - the-open - bay : cargoes o' be lightered,
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Only the captain and purser, or officer necessary
to enter and clear the vessel, shall be allowed to
go on shore at quarantined ports. Crews shall
not ke allowed to sleep on deck while in such
ports. - They must bring certificates from the
United States medical officer that there has been
no unnecessary communication between the ship’s
crew and the shore, and that they leave such port
in perfeet sanitury condition. No bedding or
household effects will be allowed-to be brought
from any infected port at any.season of the year.

Special Instructions to Owners, Agents, Masters
of Vessels, and Passeunexs

The Louistana State Board of Health recom-
mends the following suggestions to agents, owners,
masters of vessels,- ‘and passengers for the purpose
of facilitating the work of quarantine officers and
reducing the period of detention to a minimum :

1. That vessels should bhe siripped during the
quarantine season of all woollen hangings, carpets,
cartaing, and such-like materials, and upholstered
furniture as far us plachcable Hair or moss
mattresses 10 be replaced by wire or wicker beds,

. That, as far as possible, vessels trading with’

'tloplcal ports should be manned with acclimated

crews.

3. Masters of vessels, ship and consular agents
are earaestly requested to instruct passengers
from quarantinable poris to dispense, as far as
_possible, with baggage which may be injured by
wetting, or heat (’30" F.) while undergoing dis-
infection. Such passengers are especially warned
against bringing furs, silks, skins, laces, velvets,
and other fabries of delicate texture, as they wili
be compelied to assume all rigks of injury.

. While in ports infected with yellow fever,
vessels should be anchored out in the harbour,
whon this is possible, and the crew prohibited
from.going ashore, especially at night.

5. When practicuable, cargoes should be loaded
in such a manner as to allow access to the pumps,
and also 10 allow the quarantine officers to pump
out and wash the bilge.

6. For the purpose of avoiding delay and ex-
pense at quarantine, owing to the necessity of
shifting of cargo for the cobject of disinfection, it

+is recommended that there be constructed in all

vessels from quarantined ports, an open frame-
werk shaft, fifteeu inches in diameter, from the
centre of c.lch hatch, through which the fumi-
gating pipe may be mnoduce.l down to the

‘dunnage of the vessel.

7 Speuul attention should be given to cleanli-
ness'of vessels and persons, and provision should
be made for-all possible ventilation of the entire
vessel.  Tlie best dis'nfectant, and instruetions for.
using same, can be oLtained by application to the
Bourd of Health or any of its officers.

8, Musters should, before arrival, see that the
bilge is thoroughly pumped out and cleansed, and

that the entire vessel be put in such good sanitary

condition as to permit of the least possible
detention. Iruit vessels, particularly, shonld be
kept thoronghly cleansed for the purpose of avoid-
ing delay-at the quarantine station.

9. Vessels observing the above’ recommenda-
tions will "reccive spe(,ml consideration at the’
guarantine station, detéution and’éost of cleaning,
disinfecting, e, Hemg materially lossened
thereby. - -
