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came to France for a few' days and visited the
troops of the Canadian Contingent.

The Chief Rabbi paid a short visit to the
front and interested himself in the members
of."the'large Jewish community now serving
with the Army in the Field.

33. I caruaot conclude the account of these
operations without expressing the deep admira-
tion felt, by all ranks of the Army under my
command for the splendid part taken by our
French Allies in the battle which opened 011
25th September. Fortified positions of im-
mense strength, upon which months of skill
and .labour had been expended, and which
extended for many miles, were stormed and
daptured by our French comrades with a
bravery and determination which went far to
instil hope and spirit into the Allied Forces.

The large captures of men and material
which fell into their hands testified to the
completeness of their victory.

' The close co-operation between the two
Armies of the Allied Powers, which has been
so marked a feature throughout the whole
campaign, has been as prominent as ever in the
work of the last three weeks.

I have already referred to the cordial and
willing help rendered by General Foch in the
support of the 9th French Corps, and I have
also once again to express my deep indebted-
ness to General d'Urbal, commanding the 10th
French Army, operating on my right; and to
General Hely d'Oissel, commanding the
French Forces in the North.

34. The part taken by the troops of His
Majesty the King of the Belgians wae very
effective in holding the enemy in front of them
to his positions.

35. I have many names to bring to your
Lordship's notice for valuable, g'allant and
distinguished service during the period under
review, and these will form the subject of a
separate report at an early date.
