WHEIREAS’ by Sub-section (4) of Section

3 of the Ministry of Mealth Act, 1919,
it is enacted that His Majesty may by Order in
Council make provision for the transfer of any
property, rights or liabilities held, enjoyed or
incurred by any Government Department in
connection with any powers or duties trans-
ferred to the Minister of Health by the provi-
sions of the Act.

Now, therefore, His Majesty, by and with
the advice of His Privy Council, in pursuance
of the Ministry of Health Act, 1919, and of
all other powers enabling Him in that behalf,
is pleased to order, and it is hereby ordered
as follows:—

1. All funds, bonds, securities, investments,
sums of money and other property, rights, and
assets belonging to, or vested in, or held in
trust for the Local Government Board, the
Tnsurance Commissioners, or the Welsh Insur-
ance Commissioners in relation to the powers
and duties transferred to the Minister of
Health by the provisions of the said Aect shall
be, and shall from the 1st July, 1919, be
deemed to have been transferred to, and vested
in, and held in trust for the Minister as
successor of the Tiocal Government Board, the
Insurance Commissioners, and the Welsh In-
surance Commissioners without the necessity of
any transfer, assignment or other instrument,
but, subject to all debts and liabilities affecting
the same, and ehall be held by the Minister
for the purposes for which they are now held,
or would have been held, if the said Act had
not passed.

2. The Interpretation Act, 1889, applies for
the purpose of the interpretation of this Order
as it applies for the interpretation of an Act
of Parliament.
