WHEREAS a Commission was appointed in
the year 1932 to enquire into and report upon
the claims and needs in respect of land of the
native population in the Colony and Protec-
torate of Kenya, and certain other matters:

And whereas in order to satisfy all such
claims and needs the Commission has made
certain recommendations to which it is ex-
pedient to give effect in manner hereinafter
appearing:

Now, therefore, His Majesty, in pursuance
of the powers vested in Him by the British
Settlements Act, 1887, and the Foreign Juris-
diction Act, 1890, and of all other powers
enabling Him in that behalf, is pleased, by and
with the advice of His Privy Council, to order,
and it is hereby ordered, as follows:—

1. This Order may be cited as the Kenya
(Native Areas) Order in Council, 1939.

2.—(x) In this Order unless the context
otherwise requires—

‘“ Colony ’’ means the Colony and Pro-
tectorate of Kenya, except in Section 8 where
it means the Colony only;

‘“ Crown Lands Ordinance '’ means the
Crown Lands Ordinance (Chapter 140 of
the Revised Edition of the Laws of Kenya)
as amended by the Crown Lands (Amend-
ment) Ordinance, 1929, the Crown Lands
(Amendment) Ordinance, 1934, and the
Crown Lands (Amendment) Ordinance,
1938;

‘* Gazette "’ means the Official Gazette of
the Colony;

‘“ Governor "’ means the Governor and
Commander in ‘Chief for the time being of
the Colony and includes every person for
the time being administering the Govern-
ment thereof;

“ Trust Board ’’ means the Native Lands
Trust Board established in pursuance of
Section 6 of this Order.

(2) In this Order references to the Native
Lands Trust Ordinance, 1938, and the Crown
Lands Ordinance shall include any Ordinance
which may hereafter be enacted to amend or
replace the same provided that such Ordinance
shall have been reserved for the signification
of His Majesty’s pleasure thereon and His
Majesty’s assent shall have been given thereto.

(3) The Interpretation Act, 1889, shall
apply for the interpretation of this Order as it
applies for the interpretation of an Act of
Parliament.

3. There shall be areas of land in the Colony
to be known as the Native Lands, the Native
Reserves, the Temporary Native Reserves, and
the Native Leasehold Areas.

4.—(1) The Native Lands shall be the areas
of land the boundaries of which are set out
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in the First Schedule to the Native Lands Trust
Ordinance, 1938, and they are hereby vested
in the Trust Board.

(2) The Native Lands are hereby divided
into the nine Native Land Units mentioned in
the Second Schedule to the Native Lands Trust
Ordinance, 1938, the boundaries of which are
set out in the First Schedule to the Ordinance,
and the Trust Board shall hold the areas com-
prised in each Native Land Unit in trust for
the native tribes ordinarily resident in those
areas at the coming into operation of this
Order.

(3) Except as provided in the Native Lands
Trust Ordinance, 1938, the areas of land com-
prised within the Native Lands and the Native
Land Units shall not be altered.

(4) The Native Lands shall be administered
in accordance with the provisions of the Native
Lands Trust Ordinance, 1938, and shall be
subject generally to the provisions of that
Ordinance.

(5) The Native Lands shall be subject at
all times to all such rights in respect of land
as are or may be enjoyed by native tribes,
groups, families, or individuals by virtue of
existing native law and custom, or any sub-
sequent modification thereof, in so far as such
rights are not repugnant to any law from time
to time in force in the Colony.

(6) The definition of “ Crown Lands ’’ con-
tained in Section 2 of the Kenya Colony Order
in Council, 1921, shall no longer apply to the
Native Lands.

(7) Nothing contained in this section shall
be taken to affect the provisions of the Mining
Ordinance, 1933, or of any other Ordinance
in force in the Colony, whereby the property
in minerals and mineral oils is vested in the
Governor in trust for His Majesty, or in the
Crown, nor the provisions of the Water
Ordinance, 1929, whereby the property in
water is vested in the Crown.

5.—(1) The Native Reserves shall be the
areas of land the boundaries of which are set
out in the Fourth Schedule to the Crown Lands
Ordinance.

(2) The Temporary Native Reserves shall
be the areas of land the boundaries of which
are set out in the Fifth Schedule to the Crown
Lands Ordinance.

(3) The Native Leasehold Areas shall be
the areas of land the boundaries of which are
Set out in the Sixth Schedule to the Crown
Lands Ordinance.

(4) Except as provided by the Crown Lands
Ordinance the areas of land comprised respec-
tively within the Native Reserves, the Tem-
porary Native Reserves, and the Native Lease-
hold Areas shall not be altered.

(3) The Native Reserves, the Temporary
Native Reserves and the Native Leasehold
Areas shall continue to be Crown Lands, and
shall be subject to the provisions of the Crown
Lands Ordinance.

6.—(1) There shall be established in the
Colony a Board which shall be known as the
Native Lands Trust Board.

(2) The Trust Board shall consist of the
following persons—

(&) The person for the time being lawfully
discharging the functions of the Chief Native
gomnnssd' ioner, who shall be President of th

oard; .
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(b) The two Nominated Unofficial Mem-
bers of the Legislative Council of the Colony
who are appointed from time to time in
accordance with any Instructions issued by
His Majesty under the Royal Sign Manual
and Signet to the Governor to represent the
interests of the African community on such
Council;

(c) One of the European Elected Members
of the Legislative Council of the Colony who
shall be chosen from time to time by a
majority of the European Elected Members
present and voting at a meeting of the
European Elected Members convened for the
purpose;

(d) A person from time to time nominated
by the Governor. -

(3) The two Nominated Unofficial Members
who are members of the Board by virtue of
paragraph (b) of subsection (2) of this section
at the time of any dissolution of the Legisla-
tive Council shall continue to be members of
the Board notwithstanding such dissolution
until new Nominated Unofficial Members of
the Legislative Council are appointed as pro-
vided in that paragraph.

(4) (a) The name of the European Elected
Member from time to time chosen in accord-
ance with paragraph (c) of subsection (2) of
this section shall be submitted to the Governor
who shall cause notice thereof to be published

in the Gazette;

(&) The European Elected Member so chosen
who is a member of the Board at the time
of any dissolution of the Legislative Council
shall continue to be a member of the Board
notwithstanding such dissolution until the first
session of the new Legislative Council, or until
a new European Elected Member is so chosen
as a member of the Board, whichever shall
first happen.

(5) The Trust Board shall not be disquali-
fied from acting by reason of any vacancy or
vacancies among the members.

(6) The President and two other members
of the Board shall form a quorum, and the
Board may regulate its proceedings as it thinks
fit: Provided that on any matter upon which
the votes of the Board are equally divided the
President shall have a second or casting vote.

(7) The Trust Board shall be a body cor-
porate with power to hold lands in the Colony,
and may sue and be sued.

7.—(x) It shall be the function of the Trust
Board— ‘

() to protect the interests of the natives
of the Colony in the areas of land mentioned
in section 3 of this Order and in particular
to make representations to the Governor
when in the opinion of the Trust Board any-
thing in relation to the administration,
management, development or control of the
land in the said areas is not in the best
interests of the said natives;

"(b) to advise the Governor upon any
matter relating to the areas of land men-
tioned in section 3 which he may refer to
the Board; .

(¢) to exercise any power or perform any
duty which may be conferred or imposed
on the Board by the Native Lands Trust
Ordinance, 1938, the Crown Lands
Ordinance or any other law for the time
being in force in the Colony.
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(2) The Trust Board may in any matter in
regard to which the Native Lands Trust
Ordinance, 1938, or the Crown Lands
Ordinance so provides delegate its powers and
duties to the Chief Native Commissioner.

* 8. Except as provided by the Native Lands
Trust Ordinance, 1938, all native rights exist-
ing at the coming into operation of this Order,
whether such rights relate to tribal, group,
family or individual holdings, in any land in
the Colony situate outside the areas of land
mentioned in section 3 are hereby extinguished.

9. Nothing in this Order shall be taken to
affect—

(a) the provisions of the Kenya (Annexa-
tion) Order in Council, 1920, the Kenya
Colony and Protectorate (Boundaries)
Order in Council, 1921, and the Kenya
Colony and Protectorate (Boundaries) Order
in Council, 1926, whereby the territories
forming the Colony of Kenya were annexed
to and made to form part of His Majesty’s
Dominions, and the boundaries of the Colony
and Protectorate defined;

(b) except as provided by section 4 (6)
hereof, the provisions of the Kenya Colony
Order in Council, 1921,

on a day to be appointed by the Governor
by Proclamation published in ‘the Gazette.

2.—(1) In this Order unless the context other-

4.—(1) There shall be established in the
Colony a Board whcih shall be known as the
Highlands Board.

(2) The Highlands Board shall consist of the
following persons—
(@) the person for the time being lawfully
discharging the functions of Chief Secretary,
who shall be President of the Board;

(b) the person for the time being lawfully
discharging the functions of Commissioner
for Lands and Settlement, who shall be Vice-
President;

(c) four persons, not holding office in the
public service of the Colony, appointed from
time to time by a majority of the European

. Elected Members of the Legislative Council
of the Colony present and voting at a meet-
ing of the European Elected Members con-
vened for the purpose;

(@) a person nominated from time to time
by the Governor.

(3) (4) The names of the persons from time
to time appointed in accordance with para-
graph (c) of subsection (2) of this section shall
be submitted to the Governor who shall cause
notice thereof to be published in the Gazette.

(b) Such persons need not themselves be
European Elected Members of the Legislative
Council.

(c) The appointment of such persons shall
not be affected by any dissolution of the
Legislative Council, and the persons who are
members of the Board at the time of the disso-
lution by virtue of such appointment shall con-
tinue to be members of the Board until the first
session of the new Legislative Council or until
new members are appointed by the European
Elected Members, whichever shall first happen.

(4) The Board shall not be disqualified from
acting by reason of any vacancy or vacancies
among the members.

(5) Four members of the Board shall form
a quorum, and the Board may regulate its pro-
ceedings as it thinks fit.
A2
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5. It shall be the function of the Board—

(a) to protect the interests of the in-
habitants of the Highlands in the land situate
in the Highlands and in particular to make
representations to the Governor when in the
opinion of the Board anything in relation to
the administration, management, develop-
ment or control of the land in the Highlands
is not in the best interests of the inhabitants
of the Highlands;

(b) to give or withhold its consent in all
matters in which its consent is required by
any Ordinance for the time being in force
in the Colony;

(c) to advise the Governor in all matters
relating to the disposition of land within the
Highlands;

and the Governor shall consult the Board in all
such matters as are referred to in paragraph (c).

6. This Order shall come into operation on a
day to be appointed by the Governor by
Proclamation published in the Gazette.

IRWELL VALLEY WATER BOARD.
City OF MANCHESTER.

Whereas the Heywood and Middleton Water
Board (hereinafter referred fo as ‘‘ the said
Board ’’) have made application to the Minister
of Health for the issue of a Provisional Order
under Sections '297 and 303 of the Public
Health Act, 1875, partially to repeal, alter or
amend the Heywood and Middleton Water
Board Acts, 1808 to 1907, and the Heywood
and Middleton Water Order, 1919, so as:—

* (1) To extend the limits within which the said
Board are authorised to supply water so as to
include the area described in the Schedule
below.

(2) To confer further powers on the said
Board in regard to their water undertaking and
in particular:—

(i) to empower the said Board in certain
circumstances to discharge waigr into streams;

(ii) to provide for the congtruction, laying
down, erection and maintenance by the said
Board in any street of discharge pipes, tele-
phone or telegraph posts, wires, conductors
or apparatus;

(iii) to empower the said Board with the
caonsent of the Minister of Health to acquire
. by agreement such additional lands as may
from time to time be required for the pur-
poses of their water undertaking;

(iv) to enable the said Board to retain
hold and use or to sell lease exchange or
otherwise dispose of any lands acquired by
them for the purposes of the undertaking;
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(v) to empower the said Board to provide
dwelling-houses and other buildings for
persons employed by them for the purposes
of the undertaking; - VL

(vi) to prescribe the basis on which two or
more houses or buildings in one occupation
shall be assessed for water rates;

(vii) to vary the existing statutory require-
ments regarding the giving of guarantees by
persons desiring to be furnished with a supply
of water by the said Board;

(viii) to provide that the said Board shall
not be required to supply with water other-
wise than by measure,

(&) any premises partly used for trade
or manufacturing purposes;

(b) any public institution; or

(¢) any hospital sanatorium school club
hostel assembly hall place of public enter-
tainment restaurant hotel public-house or
inn; or

{d) any boarding-house or lodging-house
capable of accommodating twelve or more
persons including the persons usually resi-
dent therein;

(ix) to enable the said Board to require
where a supply of water to a farmhouse is
used for farming purposes that such supply
shall be taken by measure;

(x) to make special provision with regard
to supplies of water

(a) for stables garages or other premises
where horses carriages or motor cars are
kept;

(b) for refrigerating apparatus or any
apparatus requiring continuously running
water or any apparatus used for softening
water which requires water for cleaning
regenerating motive power or similar pur-
poses; and

(¢) to caravans shacks huts tents or
other like structures;

(xi) to empower the said Board to require
that water used for a swimming bath or
bathing pool shall be taken by .measure;,

(xii) to. empower the said Board in certain
cases to make a minimum charge for supplies’
of water afforded by them;

(xiii) to authorise the said Board to make
allowances by way of discount for prompt
payment of water rates;

(xiv) to extend the powers of the said
Board relating to the payment of water rates
by owners of small houses;

(xv) to enable the said Board to supply
water in certain cases to premises outside the
limits of supply;

(xvi) to empower the said Board to de-
mand payment of water rates and,charges
either quarterly or half yearly;

(xvii) to make provision with respect to
the laying down, connection and repair of
communication pipes and the maintenance of
common pipes and as to the breaking up of
streets by persons liable for the maintenance
of any pipe or apparatus or by the said
Board on their behalf;

(xviii) to make provision with regard to
separate pipes for each house supplied and
for the recovery of the costs where pipes are
provided by the said Board; :

(xix) to provide for the breaking up in
certain circumstances of streets forming the
boundary of the limits of supply;

(xx) to empower the said Board to require
stop-cocks to be fitted in communication
pipes;

(xxi) to empower the said Board to require
cisterns to be provided for high level
supplies;

(xxii) to make provision as to the removal
of meters and fittings;

(xxiii) to make provision in regard to the
register of meters and the period of error in
defective meters;

(xxiv) to enable the said Board to provide
and maintain meters to measure water or to
detect waste;

(3) To enable the said Board, subject to
certain conditions to exercise any statutory
borrowing power possessed by them by using
for the purpose any moneys forming part but
not for the time being required for the purposes
of any fund accumulated for the redemption of
debt or as a reserve, capital reserve, renewals
and repairs, depreciation, contingency, insur-
ance accident or other similar fund.

{4) To make provision with regard to the
authentication and service of notices and
demands, arbitration and the recovery of
demands and penalties.

(5) For the several purposes of the Appli-
cation or for purposes connected with, inci-
dental to, or consequent on those purposes to
make any such alteration or amendment
of the said Heywood and Middleton Water
Board Acts 1898 to 1907, and the said Heywood
and Middleton Water Order, 1919, or of any
other Local Act or of any Act confirming a
Provisional Order made in pursuance of any
of the Sanitary Acts or of the Public Health
Act, 1875, and in force in the limits within
which the said Board are authorised to supply
water as may be necessary or desirable.

And whereas the Irwell Valley Water Board
have made application to the Minister of Health
for the issue of a Provisional Order under
Sections 297 and 303 of the Public Health Act,
1875, . partially to repeal, alter or amend the
Irwell Valley Water Board Acts 1900 to 1938,
so as to exclude from the limits within which
the said Irwell Valley Water Board are
authorised to supply water the area described
in the Schedule below, and for that purpose or
