Flight Lieutenant Newton served with
No. 22 Squadron, Royal Australian Air
Force, in New Guinea from May, 1942, to
March, 1943, and completed 52 operational
sorties.

Throughout, he displayed great courage
and an iron determination to inflict the
utmost damage on the enemy. His splendid
offensive flying and fighting were attended
with brilliant success.

Disdaining evasive tactics when under the
heaviest fire, he always went straight to his
objectives. He carried out many daring
machine-gun attacks on enemy positions
involving low-flying over long distances in
the face of continuous fire at point-lblank
range.

On three occasions, he dived through
intense anti-aircraft fire to release his bombs
on important targets on the Salamaua
Isthmus. On one of these occasions, his
starboard engine failed over the target, but
he succeeded in flying back to an airfield
160 miles away.

When leading an attack on an objective on
i6th March, 1943, he dived through intense
and accurate shell fire and his aircraft was
hit repeatedly. Nevertheless, he held to his
course and bombed his target from a low
level. The attack resulted in the destruction
of many buildings and dumps, including two
4O,ooo-gallon fuel installations. Although
his aircraft was crippled, with fuselage and
wing sections torn, petrol tanks pierced,
main-planes and engines seriously damaged,
and one of the main tyres flat, Flight
Lieutenant Newton managed to fly it back to
base and make a successful landing.

Despite this harassing experience, he
returned next day to the same locality. His

target, this time a single building, was even
more difficult but he again attacked with his
usual courage and resolution, flying a steady
course through a barrage of fire. He scored
a hit on the building but at the same
moment his aircraft burst into flames.

Flight Lieutenant Newton maintained
control and calmly turned his aircraft away
and flew along the shore. He saw it as his
duty to keep the aircraft in the air as long
as he could so as to take his crew as far
away as possible from the enemy's positions.
With great skill, he brought his blazing air-
craft down on the water. Two members of
the crew were able to extricate themselves
and were seen swimming to the shore, but
the gallant pilot is missing. According to
other air crews who witnessed the occurrence,
his escape-hatch was not opened and his
dinghy was not inflated. Without regard to
his own safety, he had done all that man
could do to prevent his crew from falling
into enemy hands.

Flight Lieutenant Newton's many
examples of conspicuous bravery have rarely
been equalled and will serve as a shining
inspiration to all who follow him.

Whig
Commander Rainsford's efforts have been
characterised by outstanding determination to
achieve success and he has set an example worthy
of high praise.

Wing Commander Bowes has flown on a number
of operational sorties, including anti-submarine
patrols and bombing attacks against strongly
defended German targets. In August, 1943, he
was captain of an aircraft which participated in
an attack on an objective at Peenemunde. During

• the bombing run his aircraft was hit by anti-
aircraft fire, which shattered the bomb sight and
seriously wounded the bomb aimer. Nevertheless,
Wing Commander Bowes succeeded in making a
most determined and accurate attack on the target.
This officer has inspired his crews with a fine
fighting spirit and set a high example of devotion
to. duty.

One engine was damaged, as also were
the elevator controls. Despite this, Flying Officer
Becroft continued to the target and executed his
bombing attack. This officer has displayed great
skill, courage and determination.

In September, 1943, Pilot Officer Litherland was
captain of an aircraft detailed to attack Mannheim.

The aircraft temporarily went out of
control. Considerable height was lost but Pilot
Officer Litherland succeeded in regaining control
and afterwards flew the crippled bomber to base.
In most trying circumstances, this officer displayed

. superb skill, great coolness and determination.

One night in August, 1943, Warrant Officer
Johnson participated in an attack on Nuremberg.
Whilst on the way to the target, his aircraft was
struck by heavy anti-aircraft fire and sustained
damage to the starboard aileron, the electrical
system and a petrol tank. Despite this, he con-
tinued his mission and, although the aircraft was
again hit when nearing the target he successfully
completed his attack. Warrant Officer Johnson
who has taken part in operations against many
well defended targets, is a skilful and determined
captain.

The
bomber was repeatedly hit and sustained much
damage. The gear gunner was killed, while
Warrant Officer Denton was hit in the leg by a
bullet and Sergeant Suddens was wounded in the
hand. Nevertheless, Warrant Officer Denton
succeeded in flying clear and set course fox this
country. Meanwhile, Sergeant Jones, displaying
praiseworthy promptitude, dealt effectively with
2 fires which had broken out in the rear part of
the fuselage, afterwards rendering first aid to his
wounded comrades. In the face of many diffi-
culties, Warrant Officer Denton succeeded in reach-
ing this country and successfully crash-landed the
damaged bomber at an airfield. Throughout the
return flight Sergeants Jones and Suddens did
everything within their power to assist and proved
themselves cool and resourceful members of air-
craft crew. These gallant airmen set an example
worthy of emulation.

As Warrant
Officer Clark, assisted by the flight engineer,
battled to pull the aircraft out of the dive, the
aileron control snapped. An enemy fighter then
came in to attack, causing further damage by its
cannon fire. Despite this, control was regained, the
fighter evaded and ultimately, Warrant Officer
Clark flew the crippled bomber to base. In the face
of a perilous situation, these airmen displayed great
gallantry, skill and resource, setting an example
worthy of great praise.
