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How to Place: Personal Insolvency Notices

Many notices in the London, Edinburgh or Belfast Gazettes relate to Personal Insolvency events. In England, Wales and Northern Ireland this is known as bankruptcy and in Scotland as sequestration. Scottish voluntary arrangements are known as Trust Deeds.

The schedule to this document lists in some detail many of the items of legislation pursuant to which notices are posted. 

These notices may be placed by solicitors, accountants, insolvency practitioners or chartered secretaries or administrators registered with a professional body recognised by the department of Business Enterprise and Regulatory Reform. On occasion they may be received from other individuals and organisations when supported by appropriate court papers or similar documentation.

At the discretion of the editor notices may be accepted after the publication deadlines for an additional fee of £31.75+VAT
Notices of Intended Dividends (interim dividends only) for the London Gazette and Protected Trust Deeds for the Edinburgh Gazette are available as webforms which can be placed for £15.50 less than the standard price.

Process

Checklist:

1. Please send the notice to us with a covering letter. If you are placing a Protected Trust Deed by fax, post or email please use Form 1 from the AIB.
2. Tell us when you would like it published (either a date or simply ‘next available issue’). If you have an account then remember to quote your account number.

3. If you do not have an account with us then either:

· Enclose a cheque; or

· Ask us to call you to collect a credit card payment.

4. If you are not a solicitor, accountant, insolvency practitioner or chartered secretary/administrator then remember to speak to us about whether you need to include supporting court or similar documents.
