The Mercury Pink arriving here from Tunis in-
forms us, that the French fhips are departed thence
without their errand, thofe Corfairs not being eafily
to be prevailed on to admit of the conditions offer~
ed th m for a peace, but intended to return with a
fironger fquadion ta block up that Port; but inthe
mean time th Portbeing opegn, thefe Corfairsare
arm ng out all their fhips, which are 18 men of
}uhgr, to cruife in fearch after the French Merchants

ips. .

A Corfair of Argicrs had lately brought in thi-
ther a prize Bark b longing to Mefsina, Taden with
Wnod, but no prifoners, the men having had the
good fortune to fave themfelves by their Boat.
